During 2009-2010 the RD’s office has been mindful of the goals of the self-study
adopted by the Region in 2007. At that time we wanted to increase the number of centers
in the region, increase the number of supervisory education students, improve
communication among centers, improve relationships with seminary representatives and

The following centers have recently begun offering programs:
